IELTS examiners seem to like that for some reason.

I’m not sure that you have really convinced me that developing countries have suffered from tourism. You arguments seem a bit vague – examples would help. I could argue that tourism has pulled many places out of poverty by providing cash jobs, etc. The same with the environment “deforestation”? that is mainly caused by business interests and not really tourism. Litter? Hardly a big problem. Depletion of natural resources? Maybe; but I need examples to be convinced.
